As Mike Doyle, head of marketing at City Beach, put it in the AFR article: “Everyone is looking for the tech
solution that can solve a problem ...

Technology: the great enabler

On any given day, as a PR practitioner I will use between five and 10 marketing/PR tools to do my job. I use
technology platforms for media contacts management, media monitoring, social media listening, social media
management, website analysis and trend spotting. On top of this, there’s email, WhatsApp, Twitter, LinkedIn
etc. ... and that’s without getting into office, IT and security tools.

And a PR technology stack is only expected to grow. Many in the industry are predicting that big data and
artificial intelligence will radically change how we do PR. We’re already starting to see this shift, with startups
popping up like Public Address—which aims to help Australian PR pros pitch better by leveraging data. And on
the other side of fence, media outlets, such as Associated Press and Guardian Australia, are adopting Al for
media reporting.
