Traditional and modern theories of business decisions

For nearly a century, economists, managers, and lawmakers have relied upon the neoclassical principle of a “profit-maximizing
firm.” This principle underlies decades of business school teaching, numerous aspects of finance, and a panoply of models for inventory
management, yield management, and pricing policies.t
Indeed, the principle of a firm choosing a location to maximize profits dates at least as far back as the landmark works of David
Ricardo and Johann Heinrich von Thiinen, predating the emergence of the neoclassical school of economics by a half century.2 Even
the “new economic geography” that emerged in the last years of the 20th century relies upon an updated version of the profit-
maximizing firm.2

However, ubiquitous the principle, the practice appears quite different:

Corporate managers commonly state that they focus on “shareholder value,” and explain costly investment decisions, risky
acquisitions, and speculative research expenditures on that basis. Excessive focus on maximizing profit has even been characterized
negatively as “short-termism.”

American legal doctrine, which at one time was firmly supportive of the profit-maximizing goal of the corporation, has shifted toward
both “shareholder value” and the concept of businesses pursuing larger societal goals.

Machine learning methods, often supported by “big data” collection and storage, increasingly drive advertising decisions, planned
maintenance, yield management, and real-time pricing policies. The focus of these methods is often maximizing metrics other than
profits, such as page views, purchases, number of users, and “clicks.”

The standard curriculum in graduate programs for business and economics now recognizes the value of managerial flexibility, the
importance of “real options,” and the use of hedging and other strategies to minimize risk.

The “world is flat” meme questions whether location decisions (and, implicitly, the costs associated with doing business in any one place)
really matter in the 21st century. While not quite a theory, this idea has generated wide currency in the popular press and heated
intellectual debate.

A number of widely recognized corporations have risen to extremely large market capitalizations without profits; some very large and
highly profitable firms have made an explicit policy of not distributing dividends to their stockholders.

None of these phenomena are consistent with the principle of maximizing profits. What best explains important business
decisions, if not profit maximization? We use a natural experiment, and a very large dataset covering multiple categories of information,
to examine this question. We focus on the following important business decision: where do medium- and large-sized firms choose to
locate?

Eine feministische Perspektive, die Frauen und deren Lebenswirklichkeiten sowie die unterschiedlichen Verstindnisse der
Kategorie Geschlecht miteinbezieht, eroffnet die Chance fiir die Wirtschaftswissenschaft, Verteilungsfragen umfénglicher zu
beantworten, was die einfache Kategorie des biologischen Geschlechts nicht zu leisten vermag. Fiir die Wirtschaftswissenschaften, die
es sich zur Aufgabe gemacht hat, die Allokation knapper Ressourcen in den Blick zu nehmen, um damit auch Verteilungsfragen zu
analysieren, ist die Reflexion dariiber, welche Geschlechter-Perspektive sie in ihren jeweiligen Fragestellungen einnimmt, von
entscheidender Bedeutung.

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Gegenstand feministisch, 6konomischer Auseinandersetzung, zum anderen schliefit sich an das Themenfeld ,,Arbeitsmarkt* auch der
bedeutendste Beitrag Feministischer Okonomik an: Die Sichtbarmachung der Care- und Reproduktionsarbeit als eine nicht-marktformige
Titigkeit, deren Sphére von der Standardékonomik als solche ausgeblendet wird. Weitere Themenfelder der Feministischen Okonomik
fokussieren auf makrookonomische Zusammenhinge und beleuchten hierbei die Position und Performance von Frauen unter Finanz-
und Wirtschaftskrisen. Die Themen Migration und (Post-) Kolonialismus werden ebenso aufgegriffen, wie das Feld der Okologie. Der
Fokus dieses Beitrags soll daher auf eine Darstellung der Positionierung der Frauen in dem 6konomischen Geschehen des Arbeitsmarktes
und des Haushalts liegen. Zur Darstellung der Positionierung und Performance von Frauen greifen wir auf das Konzept der
Lebensverlaufsperspektive zuriick, welches im folgenden Abschnitt dargestellt wird.

The business cycle is alive and well

Is the business cycle dead? I can see why this question might be asked as this expansion rolls on. Instead of providing the easy
answer (“of course not”) and moving on, I’'m going to take the question seriously and break it down into three related questions: whether
the time series properties of macro variables have changed since the financial-crisis recession; whether the Great Moderation has returned,
and what are the cyclical consequences of the slowdown in the growth of potential GDP. These three questions all can be framed in
reference to Fig. 1, which plots the four-quarter growth of GDP, a low-frequency trend, and the NBER business cycle dates. The latter
two points—the decline in volatility and the slowdown in GDP growth—are particularly evident in Fig. 1. My empirical look at these
three questions leads me to conclude that the evidence points to the business cycle being alive and well; that we should plan on there
being a “next recession”; that this next recession could be just over the horizon; and that, when it arrives, we are in an historically poor
position to mitigate its effects.

Let me begin by addressing my first sub-question: Have the dynamic relations among macro variables changed markedly since
the financial crisis? I'm going to look at this through a lens of a dynamic factor model with 248 quarterly variables. For those who don’t
know what dynamic factor models are, a dynamic factor model assumes that all the co-movements among the 248 variables are driven
by a handful of common factors. Now, that doesn’t mean we think there’s only a few things that drive all economic fluctuations! But it
is an empirical fact that about four, five, or six factors explain a great deal of the variation of many macro variables in an R-squared
sense. My focus here is on whether a dynamic factor model has been stable and whether it continues to explain much of the variation in
many macro variables, or alternatively whether all that has broken down since the financial-crisis recession. Specifically, | estimated a
six-factor dynamic factor model through 2007, locked in those coefficients, and used it to predict the movements of individual variables
in the post-2007 period, given the post-2007 values of the factors.

Let’s start with GDP. Figure 2 shows the actual historical value of four-quarter GDP growth, the fitted values from the pre-
2007 model, the out-of-sample projection from the pre-2007 model, and the fitted values using the model estimated from 2010 to the
present. These fitted values are the predicted values from a regression of quarterly GDP growth on the six factors, aggregated up to four-
quarter growth rates. For the post-2007 period estimated using the pre-2007 model, the post-2007 factors are used but the pre-2007
regression coefficients are used. Thus, comparing the fits over the post-2010 period of the out-of-sample pre-2007 fitted values with the
fitted values from the post-2010 model gives a visual way to assess the stability of the dynamic factor model, in units that are easy to
interpret. For GDP, the pre-2007 factor model projected a somewhat more robust early recovery than actually occurred, but overall the
pre-2007 model has been tracking GDP growth quite well, especially since 2014.

Private non-residential fixed investment is interesting because there has been so much focus on investment being unusually
slow. But, in fact, the pre-2007 model does a very good job explaining the mean growth of investment and its variation over the post-
2010 period, and, in fact, you cannot reject the hypothesis that the coefficients in the regression on the factors are stable over this potential
break date. The same thing is true for payroll employment. Interestingly, the pre-2007 dynamic factor model was slightly too pessimistic
on manufacturing employment: there was more of a rebound in manufacturing employment than the pre-2007 dynamic factor model
would have predicted.

Die Krise der VWL und die Vision einer Pluralen Okonomik

Die andauernde Finanzkrise hat tiefliegende Probleme des 6konomischen Mainstreams offengelegt und ldsst Forderungen
nach einer Erneuerung des 6konomischen Denkens lauter werden. Die Autoren beschreiben die Kritik am Status quo und gehen dabei
auf die Vorwiirfe von Einseitigkeit, blinden Flecken, Realitdtsferne und impliziter Normativitit ein. Als vielversprechender
Gegenentwurf wird die Vision einer Pluralen Okonomik vorgestellt und anhand von fiinf charakteristischen Saulen beschrieben:
Theorienpluralismus, Methodenpluralismus, historische Fundierung, wissenschaftstheoretische und ethische Reflexion sowie
Interdisziplinaritét.

Wiirden Okonomen Briicken bauen, so wiirden diese vermutlich einstiirzen. Doch Okonomen bauen keine Briicken, sondern
sie beschéftigen sich mit Wirtschaftssystemen. Derweil verhértet die andauernde globale Finanzkrise die Vermutung, dass sich nicht
nur die Volkswirtschaften in der Krise befinden, sondern auch die Volkswirtschaftslehre. Dass die Okonomen ihrer Verantwortung fiir
das 6konomische Wohlergehen der Menschen nur mangelhaft gerecht werden, zeigen auch die strukturelle Massenarbeitslosigkeit, der
drohende Klimawandel, die wachsende allgemeine Ungleichheit sowie die in vielen Landern stagnierende Entwicklung.

Man wundert sich, woher Okonomen eigentlich die Gewissheit nehmen und nahmen, auf ihre simplistischen Modellbefunde
zu vertrauen und dann beispielsweise fiir mehr Deregulierung der Arbeits- und Finanzmirkte einzutreten? Wieso beschiftigt man sich
in der 6konomischen Ausbildung in der Regel nicht mit Wirtschaftsgeschichte, Wissenschaftstheorie und ethischen Fragen? Und wie
kénnen die meisten Okonomen ein Wachstumsdogma vertreten, wenn es dkologische Grenzen gibt und der Klimawandel bereits vor
der Tiir steht und anklopft? ,,Probleme kann man niemals mit derselben Denkweise 16sen, durch die sie entstanden sind*, erkannte
bereits Albert Einstein. Daher sind wir {iberzeugt, dass eine grundlegende Erneuerung des 6konomischen Denkens erforderlich ist hin
zu einer Pluralen Okonomik.

Doch was sind diese ,,dauerhaften 6konomischen Wahrheiten* und was beschreibt den 6konomischen Mainstream?
Kennzeichnend sind dabei vor allem die folgenden Elemente:

* Das praktizierte Menschenbild des Homo Oeconomicus als allwissender, hyper-, rationaler Eigennutzen - Maximierer,

* der methodologische Individualismus, d.h. der Fokus auf Individuen anstatt auf Gruppen oder Klassen,
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* der theoretische Unterbau der Neoklassik bzw. der Neukeynesianisch-Neoklassischen Synthese,
* die Grundannahme von Markteffizienz und Marktgleichgewichten.
